Scaffolds
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Echoes Connect to Students Lives

Echoes are short, news-style articles that connect the
concepts of a Traverse chapter to a contemporary
example. These articles facilitate exploration
between the world today and the social studies topic
students are studying by providing the opportunity to
investigate theoretical concepts through the lens of
real-world examples.

Each Echo is framed around a question to prompt
peer collaboration and discussion, pique student
interest, and encourage them to think about how the
topic of the Echo connects to the chapter content.

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Additionally, Echoes include research, quotations,
and other supporting evidence — based on the
style and conventions of professional news stories
— to clarify concepts for students and model strong
writing and research skills.

Like chapter narratives, Echoes are written at two
different reading levels, which teachers can use for
differentiated instruction based on student need.
